The United States commends Chairman-in-Office Burkhalter’s continued engagement on
Ukraine and notes that he has repeatedly confirmed the OSCE’s readiness to assist Ukraine in
securing a peaceful way forward. The United States is closely monitoring developments in the
Ukraine. We have consistently advocated a de-escalation of violence, constitutional change, a
coalition government, and early elections. The unshakeable principle guiding events must be that
the people of Ukraine determine their own fortune. We welcome constructive work in the Rada
and continue to urge the prompt formulation of a broad, technocratic government of national
unity.

Going forward, we will work with other states, and appropriate European and international
organizations to support a strong, prosperous, united, and democratic Ukraine. We urge
Ukrainian authorities to seize on these opportunities for OSCE assistance, including offers from
the CiO, the Office for Democratic Institutions and Human Rights, and the Representative on the
Freedom of the Media for mediation, fact-finding missions, election monitoring, legislative
review, or other assistance.

Welcoming these measures, without any further delay, would provide transparency to citizens in
desperate need for answers and accountability.

MR. CARNEY: Good afternoon, ladies and gentlemen. Thank you for being here on this bright
and sunny Monday. I have no announcements to make so I’ll go straight to your questions.

Julie.

Q Thanks, Jay. I have a couple questions on Ukraine. First, just as a practical matter, who does
the U.S. consider to be the leader of Ukraine at this point?
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MR. CARNEY: Well, as you know, Mr. Yanukovych has left Kyiv in an orderly fashion —
packed up his things and left, and his whereabouts are not known to us in a confirmable way.
And certainly, while he was a democratically elected leader, his actions have undermined his
legitimacy and he is not actively leading the country at present. We do believe that parliament
has lawfully elected its new speaker and we support getting the situation under control in terms
of law and order and in ensuring that the institutions of government are working. We note that
recent parliamentary votes have been passed by overwhelming majorities that include members
of Yanukovych’s own party.

We believe that working pursuant to Ukraine’s constitution and through its institutions of
government is the most promising path toward the de-escalation of violence, a multiparty
coalition government and early elections, all things that we have long supported. It will be
critical, in our view, in the coming days for Ukraine’s leadership to focus on its pressing
financial challenges, and we stand ready to support them as they make needed reforms.

Q So just to be clear, the U.S. sees the speaker of the parliament as the current acting leader of
Ukraine, not Yanukovych?

MR. CARNEY: Well, we believe he is the lawfully elected speaker of parliament. Mr.
Yanukovych left Kyiv and packed up his belongings and left, and his whereabouts are not
known, so he’s certainly not actively leading the country at present. We encourage the Ukrainian
parliament and others to take actions that help continue a path toward de-escalation of violence,
embrace constitutional change and move toward a coalition government — a multiparty coalition
government, as well as early elections.

The people of Ukraine are being heard — their voices are being heard, and we have a real
opportunity here — or rather, they do — to move beyond the current crisis in order to pursue the
more democratic future the people of their country deserve.

Q Russian officials are questioning the legitimacy of the acting government in Ukraine. How
concerned is the U.S. that Russia may try to wield some kind of influence or take steps to install
a government in Ukraine that is perhaps more favorable to the Russians?

MR. CARNEY: Well, as I think you heard the President’s National Security Advisor say
yesterday, Russia and the United States have a shared interest in restoring Ukraine to stability, in
de-escalating violence and supporting the formation of a technical government with broad-based
support across Ukraine.

And it’s certainly not in Russia’s interest to have tens of thousands of people in the street, deeply
discontent with a government that they were closely backing. And instability and violence in
Ukraine is certainly not — should not be seen as in Russia’s interest.

So we are focused on working with Ukraine, and also our European partners as well as Russia,
towards promoting a process that is nonviolent, that focuses on addressing the many challenges
that Ukraine faces, including the need to set up a multiparty coalition government — a
technocratic government that can help Ukraine make some of the important decisions that need
to be made, especially in the economic and financial sphere, while they move towards early
elections.

Q But I guess how concerning is it to the U.S. that the Russians are not recognizing this acting
government? Because it seems like you can’t get to the scenario that you’re talking about if you
don’t have that basic recognition.

MR. CARNEY: Well, the future of Ukraine should be and must be decided by the Ukrainian
people, not by outside entities — not the United States, not Europe, not Russia. So the issue here
is for the people of Ukraine to move forward towards a process that leads to the creation of a
coalition government, a government that has within it representatives of all sectors of Ukraine
and Ukrainian society, that’s focused on the technical work that needs to be done to stabilize the
country as it moves towards free and fair democratic elections.

It’s in nobody’s interest to see further violence and instability in Ukraine — certainly not in the
interest of the Ukrainian people, not in the interest of Russia, Europe, or the United States. And
our view — and I think we’ve been stating this quite clearly — that this is not a competition
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between East and West, this is not a restoration of the Cold War. This is about the Ukrainian
people and their future. And there is no contradiction in Ukraine and Ukraine’s people deciding
to move forward with further integration with Europe while Ukraine and the Ukrainian people
maintain their strong historic, cultural and economic ties to Russia. We believe that’s entirely
appropriate.

Q And just finally on this topic, some of the opposition leaders are calling for Yanukovych to go
on trial. Does the U.S. have any view on that proposal?

MR. CARNEY: These are the kinds of decisions that would have to be up to the Ukrainian
people. Our focus right now is on encouraging steps that lead to the formation, as I said, of a
multiparty unity government that speaks for all the Ukrainian people.

And when we say multiparty, we obviously mean by that inclusion of Yanukovych’s party.
There needs to be a government that represents everyone. And, as I noted earlier, the measures
that have been passed by the parliament in the past several days have included large majorities
that include votes from members of Yanukovych’s party, which is worth noting.

Q But do you believe he should be granted due process, or arrested, or — do you have a position
on that?

MR. CARNEY: Again, these aren’t positions for us to take. We are for a de-escalation of
violence, for the establishment of a coalition government that’s representative of all sectors of
Ukrainian society, and a focus on the steps that need to be taken to stabilize Ukraine and move
towards early elections. We are for the territorial integrity and independence and unity of
Ukraine. And we with other partners are standing ready to assist Ukraine moving forward as it
deals with the challenges that the country faces.

Q Are you saying that you’re confident that the Russians are going to stand aside and let events
unfold in Ukraine?

MR. CARNEY: We have obviously been in regular contact with many nations who are
concerned about and have an interest in the developments in Ukraine, and that includes with
Russian government officials all the way up to President Putin. As you know, President Obama
spoke at length with President Putin on Friday about Ukraine. And Secretary Kerry spoke with
Foreign Minister Lavrov, I think yesterday, and Ambassador McFaul has also had conversations
with government officials. And I think the conversations that we’ve been having reinforce what
we’re saying about views in terms of the need for the Ukrainian people to decide their future, the
need for a de-escalation in violence and a return to stability as that process moves forward, and
our view that it is certainly not in Russia’s interest for there to be violence and instability in
Ukraine and for what we saw in the past weeks and months with tens of thousands of people, of
Ukrainians, or more, demonstrating, and then being engulfed in violence over their opposition to
a government that was closely allied with Russia.

So we’re having those conversations all the time. And again, we believe it’s in everyone’s
interest — most importantly, the Ukrainian people’s interest — that this process be allowed to
move forward in a peaceful way so that they can get about the business of establishing a
coalition government and addressing some of the many pressing issues that they face, and having
early elections.

Q It’s estimated that Ukraine needs $35 billion in assistance by the end of 2015. Should that be
done strictly through the IMF, or can the United States give some money on its own?

MR. CARNEY: The United States, working with partners around the world, stands ready to
provide support for Ukraine as it takes the reforms it needs to get back to economic stability.
This support can complement an IMF program by helping to make reforms easier and by putting
Ukraine in a position to invest more in health and education, to help develop Ukraine’s human
capital and strengthen its social safety net. So we would be working with international partners
to complement an IMF program going forward.

Let me start over here with Chuck. I’1l go right to left.
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Q Why, in all this talk about — there was some talks about sanctions and certain things going a
certain way with Ukraine. Why is there never talk of punishing Russia for all of the disputes?
Has there ever been a discussion about this? Is this something — between all of the problems
we’re dealing with the Russians and the United Nations, Ukraine, Syria — that never comes up? I
mean, is that just something that’s off the table? Is there any way in dealing with the Russians?
MR. CARNEY: Well, I’m not sure what that means. We have a law on the book that deals with
accountability in a particular case in Russia, so I don’t think that’s broadly the case.

I terms of Syria, we have made quite clear and quite public our disappointment in the past with
Russia’s blocking of United Nations Security Council resolutions. I would note that the U.N.
Security Council passed unanimously, with full support among the permanent members,
including Russia, a resolution with regards to Syria for the first time just the other day. And that
is designed to force corridors to be open so that humanitarian aid can flow into Syria, and that’s a
significant step forward.

On the matter of Ukraine, we did take action in the realm of banning visas for specific
individuals that —

Q Targeting Ukrainians and targeting Ukraine.

MR. CARNEY: — who were, in our view, directly responsible for the violence that occurred and
the death that occurred. And we remain prepared and have on the table additional sanctions
should developments in Ukraine merit that.

Q But again, targeting Ukraine, not —

MR. CARNEY: I'm not sure targeting — it depends on what — targeting other countries for what
action?

Q Well, if Russia is the one behind propping Yanukovych in this instance —

MR. CARNEY: But the sanctions were designed, or the contemplated sanctions were designed
and the visa bans were specifically designed in response to acts of violence against innocent and
peaceful civilians. The support for a government obviously is a different proposition.

Q But I guess I go back to this criticism —

MR. CARNEY: And what I would say is that in the President’s conversation with President
Putin, as we read out, it was our view that President Putin, and Russia generally, agrees with the
proposition that we need to see a Ukraine where there is not violence and where stability is
returned. Because that’s in Russia’s interest, it’s in Ukraine’s interest, and it’s in Europe and the
United States’ interest.

Q But the criticism you’re getting mostly from John McCain but from some others on the tack
that the administration is taking with Russia is that it is too passive, too agreeable with Russia,
not taking a hard enough line. What do you say to that? How do you respond to Senator
McCain?

MR. CARNEY: Our approach to our relations with Russia has been extremely clear-eyed. It has
not been driven by hope or romanticism about what Russia might do, but very specifically driven
by what we can get done cooperatively with Russia in some areas, even as make abundantly
clear both in public and in private, where we profoundly disagree with Russia. And that
approach, as I know the President and Ambassador Rice and Secretary Kerry and others have
said, has resulted in tangible benefits for the United States and our national security when it
comes to the cooperation we’ve gotten from Russia in resupplying our troops in Afghanistan;
when it comes to the joint efforts and cooperation we’ve had with Russia on the Security
Council; when it comes to Iran. And it’s also been clear in the very clear approach we’ve taken
when we’ve disagreed — whether it’s on missile defense or, profoundly, on Syria, or on other
matters.

So I think instead of —

Q There is no carrot-and-stick approach here. It’s almost all carrots with Russia. What’s been the
stick? The President cancelling his —

MR. CARNEY: I think that that whole argument is premised on the idea that somehow the fact
that Russia’s client state in Syria engulfed in a civil war is good for Russia; or that the

government in Ukraine, a large nation on Russia’s border, has been under constant protest by the
people of Ukraine and that government obviously was allied with Moscow — I don’t see how that
can possibly be viewed as good for Russia, or demonstrative of Russia somehow getting the
better of the West.

I think that, again, is an antiquated view of a dynamic that doesn’t exist anymore and that doesn’t
reflect what’s actually happening, which is, on the ground in Syria, as horrific as the events there
have been, we have seen the Syrian people come out and demonstrate that they want a better
future for themselves that does not include a dictator who has been propped up by Moscow, in
part, and in the people of Ukraine feeling similarly when it comes to wanting a government that
reflects their aspirations and their demands and their hopes for the future, which they were not
feeling they were getting from a government that was supported by Moscow.

Q I understand that. But yesterday Susan Rice and the President himself last week consistently
have said this is not a Cold War, this is not a Cold War chessboard, we’re not going back to the
Cold War.

MR. CARNEY: Right.

Q But Putin seems to think we’re back in the Cold War. Is he not dealing with this in Cold War
mentality?

MR. CARNEY: Again, I think that he —

Q So what do you do? I understand what you want to do. What do you do when the other side
doesn’t want to have that conversation?

MR. CARNEY: But it doesn’t — whatever others believe — and I’m not sure that we, you or I, can
speak for President Putin’s approach and what it’s motivated by. The fact is we called for and the
West called for, and most importantly, the Ukrainian people called for a change in Ukraine that
included early elections and a constitutional change, and a coalition government, and a
government that’s responsive to the wishes of the majority of the Ukrainian people. And
obviously it’s a very fluid situation there, but we have — they have, rather — taken steps to move
in that direction.

And, again, when it comes to Syria, we make our profound differences with Russia very clear
when it comes to Syria, as have our international partners. And where we can cooperate — when
it comes to Russia’s role in getting the Assad regime to admit that it held one of the largest
stockpiles of chemical weapons, for example, and committing itself to ridding itself of those
weapons, or when it comes to passing the resolution just on Saturday to allow for humanitarian
relief to flow to the Syrian people — again, something that has been blocked by the Assad regime
but has now been voted for by all the members of the United Nations Security Council, including
Russia.

Q Beneath Yanukovych, does the United States government feel it has a functional relationship
at the ministerial level with key aspects of what remains of Ukraine’s government, specifically
the military and otherwise? It was made clear to us on Friday that Defense Secretary Hagel
finally got through to his defense counterpart. I'm just curious — over the weekend and in
intervening days ahead, is there a concern that absent Yanukovych the entire government itself
could fall apart and that could create a power vacuum that any party could exploit or create more
turbulence?

MR. CARNEY: I think your question reflects the fluidity of the situation. It’s also worth noting
that President Yanukovych was not the only senior member of his government to pack up and
leave Kyiv not long after he had signed an agreement with the opposition that would have
created the coalition government that we and many view as still the right approach moving
forward.

So in terms of our interactions with ministries at a lower level, I can’t really speak to that. Our
embassy and the State Department I’m sure could. We would note some of the statements that
have come out from the defense ministry there, and others, about the approach that they’re taking
and the nonviolence that we would like to see there, and the de-escalation that we’ve seen and
hope continues.

But I think your question goes to our insistence or urging that steps be taken very quickly to
establish a technocratic unity government that is multiparty in nature so it is reflective of all
sectors of Ukraine, and it is focused primarily on stabilizing the country and stabilizing the
economic situation in an atmosphere of peace and nonviolence so that that stability can then help
the country move forward towards early elections, free and democratic elections, that would
result in a government that reflects the will of the majority of the Ukrainian people.

Q Is one of the fears the administration has that this talk of partition could take on greater
significance if, in fact, that technocratic government doesn’t take place and a sense of order isn’t
established?

MR. CARNEY: Well, when it comes to that question, I would note that we have been very clear
that we support an independent and unified Ukraine, and that the idea of separation or partition
or division is not in the interest of the Ukrainian people, of the Ukrainian nation, of Europe, or
Russia, or the United States.

What I think is in everyone’s interest is a unified Ukraine and a stable Ukraine, and a Ukrainian
government that reflects the will of the Ukrainian people and that allows for steps to be taken if
the Ukrainian people so desire towards greater integration with Europe, but that, of course,
allows also for the historic, cultural, and economic ties that have long been in existence between
Ukraine and Russia to continue. And I think that the two should not be seen as contradictory.

Q And just very quickly, on the President’s phone call with President Putin — did they have any
common ground that they found during that phone call when it came to Ukraine?

MR. CARNEY: I think what we said, and what I repeated today, is that President Obama and
President Putin both agreed that it was in everyone’s interest to see the violence deescalate and
for stability to be restored in Ukraine. I think it’s pretty clear, as I was saying earlier, that it is not
— in our view — in anyone’s interest or any country’s interest to see continued violence and
bloodshed in Ukraine, to see instability in Ukraine. It is not in the West’s interest, it’s not in
Russia’s interest, it’s certainly not in the interest of the people of Ukraine.

And so we note that there has been a de-escalation in violence, and we note that there has been
movement towards a coalition government. There has been constitutional change, there has been
movement towards early elections, and those are all positive developments. Now they need to
continue on that path and make sure that a transitional government, a unity government that is
multi-party and reflects input from all sectors of Ukraine is established so that Ukraine can begin
to deal with some of the many challenges it faces.

QUESTION: Not too bad. Ukraine.

MS. PSAKI: Yes.

QUESTION: Have any calls been made today? The White House said at the weekend they
thought that the developments were positive. We also understand that Hague is coming to town
to speak with Kerry.

MS. PSAKI: Mm-hmm.

QUESTION: What kinds of — if you look at how — if you think this is positive, how do you see
this moving forward?

MS. PSAKI: Sure. Well, a couple of pieces just to update you all on. One, our ambassador on
the ground, Ambassador Pyatt has been — and our team on the ground, I should say — has been in
close touch with a broad range of officials on the ground. That’s been very consistent through the
course of the weekend. I think most of you are aware of the range of calls that happened over the
weekend, whether it was the Vice President or the Secretary — or even Secretary Kerry’s
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engagements with Foreign Minister Lavrov. If there’s a need we’re happy to get you that list, but
I think you’re aware of those.

Also, Deputy Secretary Burns will be headed to Kyiv on the 25™ and the 26", so that is
tomorrow and Wednesday. While he’s there, he will meet with a wide range of — wide selection
of political, business, and civil society representatives to encourage a continued de-escalation —
de-escalation — wow, I don’t know why that’s a hard word — in the security situation during a
time of political transition in Ukraine. Right now, which is consistent to where we were the last
48 hours or so, we’ve advocated, of course, a de-escalation. That has been a big message we
have been conveying. We’re certainly pushing for constitutional change; the creation of a
coalition government; early elections, which as you know, have been called for; the creation of a
transitional government. So these are all pieces that we are encouraging Ukraine and the range of
officials in Ukraine to move forward on.

Now at the same time, we also encourage — continue to urge an end to violence and a focus on
peaceful democratic dialogue. We think that is the best means to moving forward. You are right
that Foreign Secretary Hague will be here tomorrow. They’ll certainly be discussing a range of
issues. We’ll have more on this later today, but one of the issues that they will really be
highlighting is the work that they’ve both done, and specifically Foreign Secretary Hague over
the last several years on violence against women around the world, and that’s one of the issues
that they’ll be talking about — and efforts that the UK and the United States have undergone,
steps we can take together. So that will be a primary focus, but certainly there are a range of
issues we work with them on, and I’'m certain that they’ll be discussing the issue of Ukraine as
well.

QUESTION: So the Russian prime minister said today that the West — criticizing Western
officials for recognizing the Ukrainians that have come forward now, and they’re calling that
they came to power during an armed mutiny. Do you see that as the way? I mean, there’s some —
Yanukovych called it a coup.

MS. PSAKI: Well, this is a case, Lesley, where an elected parliament is acting in response to fill
the void created when Yanukovych and almost all of the other leaders of his government left
Kyiv. As Secretary — as NSA, National Security Advisor Rice, said yesterday, he left —
Yanukovych left Kyiv. He took his furniture, packed his bags, and we don’t have more
information on his whereabouts. So there are officials who have stepped in and are acting in
response to that leadership gap at the moment.

QUESTION: So —

MS. PSAKI: Let’s just go one at a time. But we can go — let’s go to Lara, and then we’ll go to
you next, Said.

QUESTION: Thanks. So as a result of the G20 meetings over the weekend, it was made clear
that there would be some aid given to Ukraine, I assume through the IMF. But I'm just
wondering if the U.S. piece of that is only going to be through the IMF or if there’s going to be
separate aid by the U.S. as well.

MS. PSAKI: Well, there are a couple of pieces — and just to get others up to speed who haven’t
followed as closely what Lara is referring to. The G20 met this weekend and Secretary Lew
made clear that as soon as the transitional Ukrainian government is fully established by the
parliament. We and many of the other ministers would certainly support Ukraine beginning
discussions with the IMF. That’s one component. We are also working with partners around the
world in discussions that have been ongoing for some time.

Obviously, there have been many developments over the weekend about ways to provide support
for Ukraine as it takes the reforms it needs to go back to economic stability. It can complement
an IMF program, and of course, the IMF has been clear and the G20 — the ministers at the G20
were clear that there would need to be a transitional government in place in order to begin that
process — the IMF process.

So those discussions are ongoing. As you may have seen in the media note that was put out about
Deputy Secretary Burns’s trip, there will be Treasury officials traveling with him on that trip as
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well to participate in discussions about that. Obviously, EU High Representative Ashton is also
on the ground, and we’re coordinating closely with them. So these discussions are ongoing. |
don’t have anything to announce for you, but it could be a complementary effort.

QUESTION: Do you have any kind of idea of the range of money we’re talking about here,
either from the IMF or the U.S. package that would complement it?

MS. PSAKI: From the U.S. standpoint, I don’t have any specific update on that. Those
discussions are ongoing. And of course, we’d need Congress as a full partner in that, which is
certainly an important component and one of the reasons that we remain in very close contact
with Congress.

In terms of the IMF program, I’d have to check on that. They may have put out numbers. You all
are familiar with the depth of the economic challenges that are being felt in Ukraine now, and we
feel, as do many of our international partners feel, that we need to work together to bolster the
country at this point in time.

QUESTION: I ask because it was suggested at one point that the IMF step in to fill what Russia
had been discussing with Ukraine and — some months ago. And that was a total of, I think, 15
billion. And I’m just wondering, given some of the IMF’s financial issues —

MS. PSAKI: Sure.

QUESTION: — whether that’s even in the realm of possible.

MS. PSAKI: I would have to check, or I’d point you to the IMF, of course, but I would certainly
have to check that piece. And you’ve all seen the announcement about the additional 12 that
hasn’t been distributed from that amount.

QUESTION: And what makes you think that Ukraine’s going to stick to an IMF program this
time? It hasn’t before, in the last ten years, including under Tymoshenko. What makes the IMF
think that this is going to be different?

MS. PSAKI: Well, I would let the —

QUESTION: (Inaudible) makes the U.S. thinks it’s going to be different?

MS. PSAKI: Well, clearly, Ukraine is going through an important period of transition now. The
people of Ukraine’s voices are being heard. We have a real opportunity to move beyond the
current crisis and pursue a more democratic future the people of Ukraine deserve. There’s
certainly a recognition of the economic challenges the country is also facing. Obviously, there
are a number of political steps that need to be taken right now, including the creation of a
transition government, then elections that have been called for in May. So there are several steps
that need to happen. But there is a — Ukraine is moving in a direction where we are hopeful and
we are positive about the future that that entails.

QUESTION: Now, you said that you don’t know where Yanukovych’s whereabouts are, but
there is also a warrant for his arrest. Do you like to see him arrested?

MS. PSAKI: Well, these kinds of decisions, Said, are up to the Ukrainian people. For our part,
we encourage steps that lead to the kind of multiparty unity government that speaks for the
Ukrainian people. We certainly believe that Yanukovych has lost legitimacy and is not actively
leading the country at present. And again, as I mentioned, we don’t have any further information
as to whereabouts.

QUESTION: Yesterday, the National Security Advisor warned the Russians against
contemplating interference in Ukraine. And one of your Russian counterparts said that
Americans should take heed of that advice. Do you have any comment on that?

MS. PSAKI: Well, I think it’s — I think it’s mixing a few things. ’'m not saying you are; I'm
saying their response is in the sense that what we’re talking about here is the future of Ukraine.
And we believe that is and should continue to be up to the Ukrainian people — not the United
States, Europe, Russia, or any other entity. We also believe — and this is a message that you saw
this weekend, that President Obama conveyed to President Putin and they had a discussion about
it, and Secretary Kerry conveyed to Foreign Minister Lavrov — that Russia and the United States
both have a shared interest in a stable, peaceful Ukraine.
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It’s certainly not in Russia’s interest to have tens of thousands of people in the street, deep
discontent, and deep discontent with the government they were so closely backing. Instability
and violence in Ukraine is simply not in their best interests. So what we’re working towards
here, Said, is an effort to work together to peacefully resolve, find a peaceful path forward. There
are a number of steps that can be taken to do that.

QUESTION: Is there a real concern that Russia might intervene, for Putin to sort of assert
Russia’s power or to preempt any kind of similar activities in Russia itself?

MS. PSAKI: Well, I think I would point you to what Secretary Rice said — I mean — Secretary
Rice — I'm sorry, National Security Advisor Rice said yesterday in that that would certainly be
inadvisable. It wouldn’t be a step that we think is in — not just in the interests of the people of the
Ukraine but the interest of Russia. They want to see a stable, prosperous — economic prosperous
Ukraine. We all want to see that. And so that’s why we should all band together and work to see
how we can help support that effort.

Ukraine?

QUESTION: Yes.

MS. PSAKI: Okay.

QUESTION: First, welcome back.

MS. PSAKI: Thanks, Lucas.

QUESTION: And just a few more on Ukraine.

MS. PSAKI: Okay.

QUESTION: Jen, is this another situation where ordinary citizens of a foreign country suffering
under tyranny and hungering for democracy brave bullets and bloodshed in the streets to achieve
it, and then they see the United States not doing a whole hell of a lot to help them, and they hold
it against us as they shape their new society, and the U.S. national security suffers in the process?
MS. PSAKI: I’'m not sure what your question is in there.

QUESTION: Is this —

MS. PSAKI: But that was a lovely speech. But — (laughter).

QUESTION: Thank you. Is this one of those situations where we support the protestors, we
support a resolution, a peaceful resolution; people in the streets, they’re calling for help and we
ignore them?

MS. PSAKI: Well, a couple things, Lucas. One is we don’t support — we support the people of
Ukraine. The people of Ukraine have spoken about what they want to see their future hold, and
they’ve been very vocal about that. You’ve seen a lot of steps taken over the course of the last
couple of days.

In terms of our engagement and involvement, I think — I don’t know that anyone would argue on
the ground that we haven’t been committed to supporting the voices of the people of Ukraine.
We’ve been engaged both on the ground with calls to everyone from Yanukovych to opposition
leaders, Deputy Secretary Burns is heading there tomorrow, we’re working closely with the EU,
and we’ve been very engaged. But ultimately, the future is up to the people in the country.
QUESTION: And President Obama in Mexico last week said that if the Ukrainian Government
stepped over the line — very similar language than we heard a few months ago in a different
context, of course. In the view of the U.S. Government, was that line crossed by the Ukrainian
Government?

MS. PSAKI: Well, Lucas, we have already put in place visa bans on those Ukrainians — as you
know, because we announced this last week — who bear responsibility for ordering the security
forces to move or have been responsible for other human rights abuses. Depending — we’re
closely monitoring the situation on the ground, of course. But depending on how the situation
develops, we’re prepared to take further steps if necessary, in close coordination with our
European allies and partners. But naturally, our focus and our hope is that they will continue to
take steps forward, whether that’s the creation of a government, elections in May, et cetera.
QUESTION: In your mind, though, was a line crossed by the Ukraine Government?
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MS. PSAKI: I’'m not going to speak to lines and crossed and redlines and all of that. I will just
point you to the fact that we took a step last week on the visa bans. We always reserve the option
of taking more steps. But obviously, our focus at this point, of course, is on encouraging the
officials there and the people there to take steps, positive steps, forward.

QUESTION: And one more. Does what’s happening in Ukraine right now offer the West an
opportunity to draw swaths of Eastern Europe away from post-Soviet Russian spheres of
influence, or a hundred years from now will historians be looking at this moment and asking
what the U.S. did to lose Eastern Europe?

MS. PSAKI: Well, I would say that’s a pretty Cold War-era way of looking at this or thinking
about this. Our view is that we want to see a unified, prosperous Ukraine moving forward. We
don’t think — and we’ve said this many times — but this is a zero sum game for Russia or any
other country, that it’s in all of our interests to support a prosperous future for the country.
QUESTION: They’re in very much the Cold War there, are they not?

MS. PSAKI: Well, I would dispute the notion that they are. I think our point that — the point that
President Obama made with President Putin this weekend, where they had a very positive
conversation from both sides’ accounts, and the conversation Secretary Kerry had with Foreign
Minister Lavrov, is about the need to work together to help Ukraine continue on a path forward.
QUESTION: Yeah. At least some elements of the protestors are asking that — or demanding,
actually — that Yanukovych be prosecuted, some say in the square where all the protests were
taking place and the shootings were last week. What is this Department’s view on how
Yanukovych should be handled from here on out?

MS. PSAKI: Well, again, these are decisions that are going to be made by the Ukrainian people.
Given we don’t even know where he is at the moment, we’ll see how that transpires in the days
and weeks ahead.

QUESTION: Iraq?

MS. PSAKI: Let’s just finish Ukraine. Go ahead.

QUESTION: Yeah. Whether the people on the ground or —

MS. PSAKI: Mm-hmm.

QUESTION: — Under Secretary Burns, when you say they are in contact, in contact with the
parliament member, opposition, or the former government?

MS. PSAKI: A very — a broad range of officials. So what I was pointing to is over the weekend
we sent out a number of updates about calls that were made by Secretary Kerry, by Vice
President Biden, by a range of officials. I can also update you that — and I meant to mention this
earlier, so thanks for the opportunity — Ambassador Pyatt has spoken with Turchynov on his visit
to Ukraine — and on his visit to Ukraine, Deputy Secretary Burns is scheduled to meet with him
as well. So a broad range of officials from across Ukraine we’ve been in touch with.
QUESTION: The — how do you see or foresee the role of United States? I mean, because it was
a kind of a battlefield between EU and Russia, the main partner or the main rivals in about
Ukraine. What is the role of United States in all these things?

MS. PSAKI: Well, our role is to continue to advocate for a de-escalation of violence, for
constitutional change, for the creation of a coalition government, early elections. And
development in the parliament seem to be moving Ukraine closer to that goal. And of course, we
urge an end to violence on the ground as well. But at this stage, what we’re doing is working
with our EU partners, working with the UN and the IMF to support a strong, prosperous, unified,
and democratic Ukraine. And we’ll — obviously, the situation on the ground is incredibly fluid,
so we monitor it day by day and take steps day by day that we feel are necessary.

QUESTION: So I mean, because it — what we are seeing now, you said that there is political
steps to be taken in the near future and the far future, let’s say. And there is the depth of
economic challenges, but the talk about the economic challenges is there, but it’s like IMF and
similar framework, which is like taking months or years.

MS. PSAKI: Well, I think I answered this a little bit earlier in that, obviously, as Secretary Lew
said this weekend on the margins of the G-20 meeting, and as many other foreign ministers also
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said, they would certainly support efforts for Ukraine to pursue a path forward with the IMF. But
the United States is also in discussions with the EU and other counterparts about ways that we
can support — financially support Ukraine. I don’t have anything to announce for you at this
point. And as I mentioned earlier, certainly, you would need support from Congress for those
efforts, but these could be complementary steps.

Any more on Ukraine? Ukraine?

QUESTION: Yeah.

MS. PSAKI: Okay. Not on Ukraine?

QUESTION: No, Egypt.

MS. PSAKI: Okay. Let’s do last one —

QUESTION: Can I just do more on Ukraine?

MS. PSAKI: Sure, sure.

QUESTION: Would the U.S. be prepared or are you — [ mean, a few weeks ago you said you
were in preliminary discussions with the EU —

MS. PSAKI: Mm-hmm.

OPERATOR: — about funding for Ukraine. One way that the U.S. and Europe can be part of an
IMF program like it was in Greece — not the U.S., but there was a troika of money that came
forward for Greece — was to put up bilateral loans alongside IMF loans that could also include
Russia, and therefore you would push a country to reforming. That would just not only be from
the fund because money from others would also be up there. Would the U.S. consider that kind
of bilateral assistance?

MS. PSAKI: Well, again, we’re considering a range of options and the Treasury Department
really has the lead on this — no surprise, Lesley — given they have the purse strings, it turns out.
But our efforts here are to work with our partners around the world to provide support for
Ukraine as it takes the reforms it needs to get back to economic stability. And obviously, as you
mentioned — as I’ve mentioned, too — these efforts and this support could certainly complement
an IMF program. But these are all part of the discussions that are underway and I’'m certain will
be a part of the discussions over the next couple of days.

*kk
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Now, while we did not plan it this way, [’'m sure many of you have noticed that these discussions
are taking place against the backdrop of what’s happening in Ukraine. Vice President Biden has
been deeply engaged, including nine phone calls over the course of the last several months to
President Yanukovych, and meetings here in Washington with Ukrainian religious leaders. And
his interventions at key moments have been designed to urge an immediate end to the use of
violence and concrete steps forward toward compromise.

Let me just close with a couple of words about Russia. Our support for Georgia, Moldova and
Ukraine is not part of some zero-sum game with Russia. Our engagement rather is aimed at
supporting the people of these countries as they seek to fulfill their aspirations and make their
own choices about their countries’ economic and political futures. Now they’ve chosen a
European path, but we do not believe that the decision of these countries to pursue a European
path should preclude them from having productive relations with Moscow, a point that we have
made to Russian counterparts up and down the chain of command.

So with that, let me open it up to questions that I and my colleagues will do our best to answer.
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Q Hi, it’s Margaret Talev with Bloomberg. I was just wondering if you could talk in a little bit
more detail about how you’re hoping the conversations with these three countries can help, even
with stability in Ukraine or with stability in these countries, and whether you also expect
President Obama to pop in on the upcoming two meetings. If you can give us any detail about
how long he participated in today’s meeting and what he actually said. Thanks.

SENIOR ADMINISTRATION OFFICIAL: In terms of how these meetings can help the
countries of the region — Georgia, Moldova, and Ukraine — I think many of the comments I made
in the opening speak directly to that. For starters, being able at high levels to communicate the
United States’ strong support for Georgia and Moldova, both in their efforts to take political,
economic and security reforms at home, to resolve difficult conflicts, and to advance along the
European path, and then to talk practically about the ways in which the United States can help
support that will, I think, result in improved prospects for both of those countries.

For example, with Moldova, we have provided a five-year, $262-million Millennium Challenge
compact that is supporting Moldova’s economy by rehabilitating infrastructure and providing
technical assistance and access to finance to farmers in agri-business. And, with Georgia, the
Prime Minister will also have the opportunity to sit down with Trade Representative Froman to
talk about how we can carry our economic relationship forward.

And then, with respect to Ukraine, the OSCE we believe has a practical role to play in working
to help bring about the kind of multi-party unity government to carry Ukraine forward. And so
consultations between the Vice President and President Burkhalter can help shape that agenda.
And then I would just close by saying that the Vice President has a longstanding interest in and
passion for this part of the world. And his personal relationships, those that he has built over
many years and new ones that he is developing with new leaders in these countries, can go a long
way towards helping create the kind of trust and platform for cooperation that will serve the
interests of the United States and these countries.

Q You mentioned how this was not going to be a zero-sum game with Russia at the outset, but [
wonder kind of — I know you can say that, but the fact is that all of these kind of Western actions
have been interpreted as such. If you look to NATO expansion and so on, and so on forth, those
have been interpreted as threatening to Russia. And kind of how do you get around it if it’s
constantly being interpreted in that way? And just — yes, so that’s my question.

SENIOR ADMINISTRATION OFFICIAL: Let me start and I’ll ask my colleagues if they’d like
to add. The most salient actions are not Western actions, they’re the actions of the people of
these countries.

As I noted in my opening comments, Moldova and Georgia have both chosen to take steps along
the path of Euro-Atlantic integration with association agreements. The people of Ukraine
obviously have made their voices heard loud and clear about the kind of future that they are
looking for. So the position of the United States has been consistent and clear that we don’t
believe that any country — the United States, any European country, or Russia — can dictate the
future of these nations in Eastern Europe and the Caucuses. It is up for the people of these
countries through the democratic process to make their own decisions. And we are watching
unfold in Ukraine today in very vivid terms but also in both Georgia and Moldova that set of
choices.

As I said also at the outset, we don’t believe this is zero-sum, and that’s not just something that
we say publically, that’s something that we say in intensive consultations with the Russians —
that a European path is not in any way inconsistent with productive relationships between these
countries and Russia. And we believe that the stability and prosperity of the region will be best
served if these countries pursue the European integration they’ve chosen and at the same time
build stable and constructive relations with Russia moving forward. But let me see if my
colleagues have anything to add to that.

SENIOR ADMINISTRATION OFFICIAL: I would just add that integration in the international
economy and cooperation with international security organizations is something we want for
Russia as well, and is something that we’ve worked on with Russia. We supported Russia’s
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WTO accession. We support Russia’s cooperation within the OSCE and with NATO, so this is
part of our understanding of how countries do well and how they serve their citizens well. And
we would want that for Russia as much as we want it for the countries that we’ve been talking
about earlier today.

Q Hi, this is Lara Jakes with the AP. Thanks for doing the call. I’'m just wondering, as you talk to
the Georgian Prime Minister and you — I’m sure there have been many talks with the Moldovans
as well — these are two nations that have gone through much of what, although not to the extent
maybe what we’re seeing in Kyiv right now. And I’m just kind of wondering what advice the
Georgian Prime Minister gave to the Vice President in terms of how the United States can help
Ukraine as it goes through the transition.

And related to that, I’'m wondering if you can shed a little bit of light on what kind of aid
package the U.S. might be willing to supplement whatever the IMF is proposing, and what kind
of parameters in terms of dollar values we’re looking at. Thanks.

SENIOR ADMINISTRATION OFFICIAL: In terms of the advice that the Prime Minister shared
with the Vice President, I think he mainly focused on what we was hoping the United States
would do in terms of its support to Georgia. But, of course, that is applicable to other countries in
the region as well. And that is to extend and expand as much as possible our own commercial
ties with Georgia, and at the same time work closely with our European partners to help
complete the path of European integration. And that means moving from signing the association
agreement — or excuse me, initialing the association agreement with the European Union to
ultimately signing it and pursuing a deep and comprehensive free-trade agreement.

And then, also, the importance of visits like this and personal connections like this to show the
strong support that the United States has for shared values — values of democratic development
and open economies, and self-determination. And then for the United States also to stand up and
be clear about our position, our very strong position on support for Georgia’s sovereignty and
territorial integrity within its internationally recognized borders.

So he didn’t offer specific advice vis-a-vis Ukraine. He was much more focused on the bilateral
relationship between the United States and Georgia, and Georgia’s European aspirations. But, of
course, the conversation comes against the backdrop of what is happening in Ukraine, and many
of the same lessons apply.

In terms of the package under discussion — I always hate to punt on these kinds of things, but I
would like to kick you to Treasury for the real details on it. However, I’ll turn it over to my
colleague to talk through a little bit about what we’re trying to accomplish through economic
support to Ukraine at this time.

SENIOR ADMINISTRATION OFFICIAL: Certainly, one of the big challenges facing Ukraine
1s its economic situation. And we’ve already been having discussions over the weekend with
counterparts in Kyiv about a commitment on the part of the incoming Ukrainian government to
economic reforms that would then unlock IMF financing for Ukraine and help return Ukraine to
economic health.

The idea behind the package that the United States and European partners and others have been
discussing would be to complement that IMF financing, the idea being that we understand the
reforms that the Ukrainians will have to put in place are very difficult and the extent to which we
can ease some of what goes along with those reforms is the aim of that complementary package.
And Secretary Lew is, as you know, that aware, was at G20 meetings over the weekend, where
he was able to discuss this with that set of international partners and we will be continuing to do
SO.

SENIOR ADMINISTRATION OFFICIAL: And we’re just not in a position today to talk about
specific dollar figures, but we recognize that the needs of the Ukrainian economy over the next
two years are substantial and between the IMF and other efforts to work with a Ukraine that is
pursuing these kinds of reforms, we believe that the will is there in the international community
to meet those needs.
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Q But — I don’t know if this thing is still on or the mic is still open — but is it fair to assume that
whatever IMF package that is put together, supplemented by the U.S., that probably is not going
to reach the $15 billion amount that Russia had promised the Ukraine some time ago?

SENIOR ADMINISTRATION OFFICIAL: No, I do not agree with that judgment. I think it’s
clear that the IMF has actually the capacity to certainly loan Ukraine whatever the amount is that
Ukraine needs. So I don’t think there is any concern that an IMF package could not meet
whatever the economic needs are of Ukraine, and I think if you look at past negotiations that
Ukraine has had with the IMF, they have been around that $15 billion number. But, again,
because Ukraine’s economic situation has changed over the course of this year, the IMF would
do a new assessment. But it is certainly poised to meet whatever those financing needs are.

Q Okay, thank you.

Foreign Secretary statement to Parliament on Ukraine, Syria and Iran
24 February 2014

Foreign Secretary William Hague has updated Parliament on the situation in Ukraine and Syria
and relations with Iran.

Mr Speaker, with permission I will make a Statement on the situation in Ukraine and Syria and
relations with Iran.

Last week more than 80 people were killed and 600 injured during the worst bloodshed in
Ukraine since the fall of communism. It was the culmination of unrest that began in November
when President Yanukovych announced that the Government would not sign an EU Association
Agreement. The House I know will join me in sending condolences to the families of those who
died or were injured.

On Thursday I attended the Emergency Meeting of the EU Foreign Affairs Council, which
agreed sanctions on those responsible for the violence, as well as assistance to promote political
dialogue and help for the injured.

On Friday President Yanukovych and the opposition signed an agreement, also supported by the
whole European Union, and I pay tribute to my French, Polish and German colleagues for their
efforts to bring this about.

But events moved rapidly after that, including the departure of President Yanukovych from
Kyiv, and the removal of guards from government buildings.

On Saturday the Ukrainian Parliament, the Rada, voted to restore the 2004 constitution, to
release Yulia Tymoshenko, and to impeach the President. He has said he will not step down, but
it is clear that his authority is no longer widely accepted in Ukraine as a legitimate President. A
number of members of the previous government have been dismissed, and appointments made in
a new unity Government. Rada Speaker Turchynov has been appointed acting President until
early elections on 25th May.

Ukraine now has a pressing need for constitutional reform, improvements to its political culture,
free elections, an end to pervasive corruption and the building of a stable political structure. We
look to the new government to create the conditions for such change, in a spirit of reconciliation,
and to ensure accountability for human rights violations.

For our part, the international community must work with the new government to discourage
further violence and agree international financial support. Ukraine’s financial situation is very
serious and, without outside assistance, may not be sustainable. An economic crisis in Ukraine
would be a grave threat to the country’s stability and have damaging wider consequences.

I discussed this work with the German and Polish Foreign Ministers over the weekend, and I
spoke to Foreign Minister Lavrov of Russia earlier this afternoon. The Prime Minister has
spoken to President Putin, Chancellor Merkel and Prime Minister Tusk, and the Chancellor
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discussed Ukraine with G20 Finance Ministers in Australia. After this Statement I will leave for
talks on this and other issues in Washington with Secretary Kerry.

While in Washington I will hold talks with the International Monetary Fund, which is best
placed to provide the financial support and technical advice to Ukraine. Such support can be
provided quickly once requested by the new government. It requires a stable and legitimate
government to be in place and a commitment to the reforms necessary to produce economic
stability. International financial support cannot be provided without conditions and clarity that it
will be put to proper use.

Baroness Ashton is visiting Kyiv today, and I will visit shortly. Our fundamental interest is
democracy, human rights and the rule of law in Ukraine. This is not about a choice for Ukraine
between Russia and the EU, it is about setting the country on a democratic path for the future.
We want the people of Ukraine to be free to determine their own future, which is what we also
seek for the people of Syria.

A chance for democracy
Feb 24,2014

Events in Ukraine developed at breakneck speed over the weekend. The opposition and the
government came to a provisional agreement to resolve the country’s domestic crisis. Chancellor
Angela Merkel welcomed the "overall extremely encouraging developments," said government
spokesperson Steffen Seibert in Berlin.

Thanks to the assistance of German Federal Foreign Minister Frank-Walter Steinmeier, his
French and Polish counterparts and a Russian special envoy, President Viktor Yanukovych and
the opposition signed an agreement on Friday. This was a "vitally important step", said Steffen
Seibert.

The fact that things remained largely peaceful thereafter, "was an encouraging development,
which we welcome, after the terrible bloodshed". Nevertheless, the situation remains extremely
tense and uncertain, stated the government spokesperson.

The Chancellor makes many phone calls

In this situation the Chancellor has had contacts in Ukraine and has made many phone calls.
Some of her contacts include opposition politicians Vitali Klitschko, Arseniy Yatseniuk and
Yulia Tymoshenko, said Steffen Seibert. The Chancellor has also spoken to the Russian
President Vladimir Putin and the French President Frangois Hollande.

In all these conversations, the Chancellor urged her partners "to keep things in proportion", said
Steffen Seibert. It must, after all, be in the interests of all parties, "for Ukraine to return to a rule-
of-law, transparent process" so that a democratic solution can be found to the crisis.

Angela Merkel calls for unity

We now have the chance, said Steffen Seibert. "The players involved must accept their
responsibility." Those who now take up the reins of government, will have to preserve the
integrity of the country.

This intention must also be reflected in the composition of the government to be formed, in its
political agenda and in the tone it adopts. This applies particularly to the east of the Ukraine and
to Crimea, in the south of the country.

Germany supports the wish of hundreds of thousands of demonstrators to see "the rule of law,
peace, democracy and liberty", stressed Steffen Seibert.

Setting the scene for a new political beginning

At the weekend "it would appear that a new majority has emerged in parliament", explained the
government spokesman. This majority has taken significant formal and personnel-related
decisions for the transitional period.
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On Friday evening the Ukrainian parliament, the Verkhovna Rada, voted to oust President
Yanukovych. Olexander Turchynov will act as interim president as well as his new role of
speaker in the Ukrainian parliament. The date given for the early presidential elections is 25 May
2014. The 2004 constitution has also been reinstated.

At the end of the transitional process, the German government believes there should be
"transparent, free, fair, democratic elections" that provide the newly elected political leaders of
Ukraine with full democratic legitimation.

Door remains open for an Association Agreement with the EU

"The EU and Germany will do their bit," pledged the government spokesperson. The EU High
Representative for Foreign Affairs and Security Policy, Lady Catherine Ashton, once again
arrived in Kyiv on Monday to discuss further possible measures to support Ukraine.

Although the first priority is to re-establish political stability, the door for an Association
Agreement remains open, said Steffen Seibert.

Yulia Tymoshenko released

On Friday the Ukrainian parliament ordered the release of the imprisoned former Prime Minister
Yulia Tymoshenko. On Saturday evening she arrived at the Maidan (Independence Square) in
Kyiv. In front of an audience of tens of thousands of demonstrators she gave her first public
speech for more than two years.

In a telephone conversation, the Chancellor "welcomed Yulia Tymoshenko to freedom", said
Steffen Seibert. The offer of further medical treatment remains on the table. Angela Merkel also
expressed her conviction that the integrity of the country should be preserved. This is "a very
important point", underscored the government spokesperson.

Canada Welcomes Presidential Transition in Ukraine

Foreign Affairs Minister John Baird today issued the following statement welcoming the
confirmation of Oleksander Turchinov as Ukraine’s acting president:

“The Ukrainian parliament acted legitimately in naming Speaker Turchinov as acting president
pending the May 25 elections, and Canada welcomes his interim appointment during this
important transition period.

“The next critical juncture will be the Ukrainian parliament’s vote to establish a new government
under the leadership of a new prime minister, in accordance with the constitution passed on
February 22.

“Canada supports the Ukrainian people, the constitutional process and the Ukrainian people’s
legitimate leaders as they work to re-establish freedom, democracy, human rights and the rule of
law. Together with our allies, we will continue to monitor the situation closely at this pivotal
time in the country’s history.”

OSCE Chair appoints Personal Envoy on Ukraine and announces OSCE team to identify
support measures
NEW YORK / UNITED NATIONS 24 February 2014

NEW YORK / UNITED NATIONS, 24 February 2014 — Swiss Foreign Minister and OSCE
Chairperson-in-Office, Didier Burkhalter has today appointed a Personal Envoy on Ukraine to
co-ordinate all ongoing and planned OSCE activities on behalf of the Chairmanship.
“Ambassador Tim Guldimann will rapidly take up consultations with all sides and will co-
operate closely with international partners,” Burkhalter said while addressing the UN Security
Council this afternoon.

Guldimann, a seasoned Swiss diplomat and currently the Ambassador of Switzerland to
Germany, has relevant experience in the OSCE context and was twice head of an OSCE field
operation.

In view of the rapidly changing developments in Ukraine, Burkhalter reiterated the importance
for a fair and inclusive process of transition which does not marginalize any part of the country
or any community.

In order to identify OSCE assistance for Ukraine, he announced an OSCE Team was on its way
to Kyiv to assess needs and potential support measures for Ukraine in the next few days.

He also proposed establishing an international Contact Group on Ukraine as a potential platform
for co-ordination and sharing information on international assistance and project activities. With
its impartiality and inclusivity, the OSCE had the necessary attributes to host and moderate that
group, he said.

He also presented his country’s Chairmanship priorities during the speech. With an overarching
goal of creating a security community for the benefit of everyone, Switzerland will focus on
fostering security and stability, improving people’s lives and strengthening the OSCE’s capacity
to act during 2014, he said.

He emphasized the co-operation between the regional security organizations such as the OSCE
and the United Nations. As a regional organization under chapter VIII of the UN Charter, the
OSCE contributes to UN efforts to foster peace and security, with cooperation stretching to
human rights, rule of law, election observation, the fight against terrorism, and conflict
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resolution, he continued. The co-operation between the OSCE and the UN needed to be further
enhanced, especially in the field, Burkhalter said.

Restraint, responsibility and dialogue needed in Ukraine, including Crimea, says OSCE
High Commissioner on National Minorities
THE HAGUE 24 February 2014

THE HAGUE, 24 February 2014 — OSCE High Commissioner on National Minorities Astrid
Thors today expressed her satisfaction that solutions to end the violence and loss of life in
Ukraine are emerging. However, she cautioned that the situation remains very fragile. She called
on all actors to refrain from taking actions that could lead to increased tensions.

Thors is concerned about the effect the recent events have had on the already precarious situation
on the Crimean peninsula. “I urge all sides to act responsibly, to continue respecting Ukraine’s
territorial integrity, and to prevent clashes between different ethnic groups.”

Meanwhile, the decisions taken yesterday by the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine to cancel the 2012
law on the “Principles of the State Language Policy” could lead to further unrest, especially in a
context where language policy is such a divisive issue. The High Commissioner urged the
authorities to take measures to ensure that the concerns of all ethnic and linguistic groups are
being taken into account. She encouraged the authorities to refrain from taking any hasty actions
that could lead to further escalation.

“At this crucial time in its history, Ukraine needs leaders, laws and policies that unite rather than
divide. Like my predecessors, I call on the Ukrainian authorities to adopt a balanced and
inclusive approach towards language policy. The authorities have to consult widely to ensure
that future language legislation accommodates the needs and positions of everyone in Ukrainian
society, whether they are speakers of Ukrainian, Russian or other languages,” Thors said.
Consultations should also encompass international organizations, including the Council of
Europe and the OSCE, to ensure that any new language legislation meets European standards.

“I am ready to give advice and facilitate discussions on new legislation,” Thors added. “We must
avoid the mistakes made last time when unbalanced legislation was adopted without a proper
dialogue in the Verkhovna Rada.”
